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The following are the specific guidelines for authors derived from the “Ethics and Best Practices Statement of the journal Análisis Geográficos”.

It is the author’s responsibility to:

1. All manuscripts submitted to the journal Análisis Geográficos must be original and unpublished works, meaning they have not been published in any other scientific medium and have not been simultaneously submitted to another national or international publication.
2. The information contained in the manuscript and the associated materials must be original works that do not infringe on copyright.
3. Manuscripts accepted during the external peer review stage must comply with the criteria established in the “Guidelines for Authors of the journal Análisis Geográficos”, regarding accuracy (corresponding to the scientific structure of the article and its relationship to the research process), originality (that it has not been published, in whole or in part, in another scientific journal), and single submission (that at the time of submission to Análisis Geográficos, it is not undergoing a parallel submission process with another journal). In order to safeguard the established agreements regarding form and style, accuracy, originality, and publication, it is of vital importance that authors sign the declaration of originality and acceptance of ethical considerations for manuscript submission provided by the journal and submit said declaration along with the manuscript. All sources consulted must be properly cited in accordance with the “Guidelines for Authors of the journal Análisis Geográficos”. In addition, if there are overlapping or closely related documents, a copy of them must be submitted to the editor.

6. It is understood that writings originally published in another language will not be considered original publications but rather translations and will be assigned to the “Translations” section. However, translations will only be published if the author provides express authorization for the use of the original document and if the editor deems the translation relevant to the dissemination of a particular topic. If this is the case, the author must provide all bibliographic information regarding the original document in the section titled “Other observations relevant to originality and other ethical considerations regarding the manuscript” of the “Declaration of Originality”.
7.   If the manuscript contains photographs that include people’s faces, they may be published only on the condition that those individuals have given their written consent to the use of their image.
8. Articles must be non-profit in nature and must not have been produced at the expense of the dignity, rights, or freedoms of the individuals involved; furthermore, if human populations are involved, there must be written authorization for the use of their data or other information, acknowledging the purpose of their participation.
9. The authors must have participated in the underlying research and in the writing of the manuscript submitted to the journal, such that they are primary contributors to the manuscript’s editing process.
10.  Acknowledgment of the institutions that funded the study or project must be included.
11.  There is clarity regarding potential conflicts of interest at any stage of the publication process.
12. The editor-in-chief is immediately notified in the event of a significant error in the publication of the document, and appropriate support is provided to the journal if the publication of an erratum, appendix, correction, or timely retraction of the article is required.
13. A timely review must be conducted, especially following the peer review process, which includes incorporating the comments suggested by the reviewers, as well as addressing any questions that may arise during editing, within no more than 15 days after notification by the editors.
14. In accordance with the principles of transparency and good editorial practices, authors must disclose the use of artificial intelligence tools in those phases of the manuscript production process where they were employed. It is hereby stated that these tools were used exclusively as support, and that the design of the study, the analysis, the interpretation of the results, and the final drafting are the sole responsibility of the authors. The use of artificial intelligence does not affect the originality of the manuscript or compliance with the ethical and academic standards required by the journal.
